
“In a Pit With a Lion 
On a Snowy Day” 

The Promise of Ultimate Victory 
 
The final controversy of human history foretold in Scripture will center on 
the Law of God and the gospel of Christ, and on the Sabbath as the 
embodiment both. The coming Sabbath vs. Sunday conflict boils down to a 
conflict between proposed images of God, one embodied in the love-based 
worship taught in the gospel, and the other a coercion/fear-based system of 
worship that will be forced upon the world in the name of God through 
legislation, economic restrictions, and finally under threat of imprisonment 
and death. In this conflict a mighty people arise to clearly set before the 
world, in doctrine and deed, the true image of God. They will come through 
the conflict victorious and thus bring closure to the great controversy 
between good and evil.  
 
1 Chronicles 11:22-23, NLTÑ 22 There was also Benaiah son of Jehoiada, a 
valiant warrior from Kabzeel. He did many heroic deeds, which included 
killing two champions of Moab. Another time, on a snowy day, he chased a 
lion down into a pit and killed it. 23 Once, armed only with a club, he killed 
an Egyptian warrior who was 71Ú2 feet tall and whose spear was as thick as a 
weaverÕs beam. Benaiah wrenched the spear from the EgyptianÕs hand and 
killed him with it.  
 
1Chronicles 11:10Ñ DavidÕs mighty menÉ performed great exploits.   
 
Messiah-David’s End-time Mighty Men  
 
Zechariah 12:8, 10Ñ 8 In that day the LORD will defend the inhabitants of 
Jerusalem; the one who is feeble among them in that day shall be like David, 
and the house of David shall be like God, like the Angel of the LORD before 
themÉ         10 And I will pour on the house of David and on the inhabitants 
of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and supplication; then they will look on Me 
whom they pierced. Yes, they will mourn for Him as one mourns for his only 
son, and grieve for Him as one grieves for a firstborn.   
 
Zechariah 13:1-3Ñ 1 In that day a fountain shall be opened for the house of 
David and for the inhabitants of Jerusalem, for sin and for uncleanness. 2 It 
shall be in that day, says the LORD of hosts, that I will cut off the names of 
the idols from the land, and they shall no longer be remembered. I will also 
cause the prophets and the unclean spirit to depart from the land. 3 It shall 
come to pass that if anyone still prophesies, then his father and mother who 
begot him will say to him, ÔYou shall not live, because you have spoken lies

NOTE: Compare the Òfit manÓ who led the ÒscapegoatÓ 
into the wilderness for its demise on the Day of 
Atonement as a symbolic representation of GodÕs end-
time mighty men who bring demise to SatanÕs kingdom 
(Lev. 16:21). Also compare the chaining of Satan in Rev. 
20:1-3.   
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Slander Against the Most High 
 
Daniel 7:25Ñ He shall speak pompous words against the Most High.  
 
Revelation 13:6Ñ He opened his mouth in blaspheme [slander, defamation] 
against God, to blaspheme His name [character].  
 
Coercion in the Name of God 
 
Daniel 7:21, 25Ñ 21 I was watching, and the same horn was making war 
against the saintsÉ 25 He shall speak pompous words against the Most 
High, and shall persecute the saints war against the saints.  
 
“Rage Against The Holy Covenant” 
 
Daniel 8:11Ñ He even exalted himself as high as the Prince of the hosts.  
 
Daniel 8:12Ñ [He shall] cast truth down to the ground.  
 
Daniel 8:25Ñ Through cunning he shall cause deceit to prosper under his 
rule. And he shall exalt himself in his heartÉ He shall even rise against the 
Prince of the princes; but he shall be broken without human means.  
   
Daniel 11:28Ñ His heart shall be moved against the holy covenant.  
 
Daniel 11:30Ñ Érage against the holy covenant, and do damage.  
 
Daniel 11:36Ñ He shall exalt and magnify himself above every god, shall 
speak blasphemies against the God of gods and shall prosper.  
 
Daniel 11:32Ñ Those who do wickedly against the covenant he shall corrupt 
with flattery; but the people who know their God shall be strong, and carry 
out great exploits.  
 
Daniel 11:44Ñ News from the east and the north shall trouble him;  
therefore he shall go out with great fury to destroy and annihilate many.  
 
Daniel 12:3Ñ Those who are wise shall shine like the brightness of the 
firmament, and those who turn many to righteousness  like the stars forever 
and ever.  
 
What Is The Holy Covenant?  
 
Daniel 9:26-27Ñ 26 Messiah shall be cut off, but not for himselfÉ 27 He 
shall confirm the covenant with many for one week; but in the middle of the 
week He shall bring an end to sacrifice and offering.   
 
Isaiah 55:3, NIVÑ I will make an everlasting covenant with you, my 
faithful love [HESED] promised to David.  
 
Exodus 35:28Ñ He wrote on the tablets the words of the covenant, the Ten 
Commandments.  

 
NOTE: Review and Herald, April 14, 1896Ñ ÒThough 
unable to expel God from His throne, Satan has charged 
God with satanic attributes, and has claimed the attributes 
of God as his own.Ó   
 
The Desire of Ages, pp. 21, 22Ñ Lucifer Òmisrepresented 
God, attributing to him the desire for self-exaltation. With 
his own evil characteristics he sought to invest the loving 
Creator. Thus he deceived angels. Thus he deceived men. 
He led them to doubt the Word of God, and to distrust His 
goodness.Ó   
 
NOTE: The Desire of Ages, p. 22Ñ The exercise of force 
is contrary to the principles of GodÕs government; He 
desires only the service of love; and love cannot be 
commanded; it cannot be won by force or authority. Only 
by love is love awakened. To know God is to love Him; 
His character must be manifested in contrast to the 
character of Satan. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
NOTE: ExploitsÑ To employ to the greatest possible 
advantage; extraordinary deeds; extreme achievements. 
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Exodus 31:12-16Ñ 12 My Sabbaths you shall keep, for it is a sign between 
Me and youÉ 14 You shall keep the Sabbath, therefore, for it is holyÉ 15 
Work shall be done for six days, but the seventh is the Sabbath of rest, holy 
to the LordÉ 16 the children of Israel shall keep the Sabbath, to observe the 
Sabbath throughout their generations as a perpetual covenant.  
 
Isaiah 56: 4, 6Ñ 4 Ék eep My Sabbaths, and choose what pleases Me, and 
hold fast My covenantÉ. 6 everyone who keeps from defiling the Sabbath, 
and holds fast My covenant.  
 
The Ultimate Victory of God’s End-time Mighty Men 
 
Revelation 11:19Ñ Then the temple of God was opened in heaven, and the 
ark of His covenant was seen in His temple.  
 
Revelation 12:17Ñ The Dragon was enraged with the woman, and went to 
make war with the rest of her offspring, who keep the commandments of 
God.  
 
Revelation 15:2Ñ I saw something like a sea of glass mingled with fire, and 
those who have the victory over the beast, over his image and over his mark 
and over the number of his name, standing on the sea of glass, having harps 
of God.  
 
2 Corinthians 10:3-5Ñ 3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war 
according to the flesh. 4 For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but 
mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, 5 casting down arguments and 
every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing 
every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ.  
 
1 Timothy 4:1-2Ñ 1 Now the Spirit expressly says that in latter times some 
will depart from the faith, giving heed to deceiving spirits and doctrines of 
demons,  
2 speaking lies in hypocrisy.  
 
2 Corinthian 11:13-15Ñ 13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, 
transforming themselves into apostles of Christ. 14 And no wonder! For 
Satan himself transforms himself into an angel of light. 15 Therefore it is no 
great thing if his ministers also transform themselves into ministers of 
righteousness, whose end will be according to their works. 
 
Matthew 16:18, Amp.Ñ I tell you, you are Peter [Greek, PetrosÑ a large 
piece of rock], and on this rock [Greek, petraÑ a huge rock like Gibraltar] I 
will build My church, and the gates of Hades (the powers of the infernal 
region) shall not overpower it [or be strong to its detriment or hold out 
against it].

Satan and his system of counterfeit Christianity is enraged 
against the holy covenant, against the Law, the gospel and 
the Sabbath which is the sign of both.

• his image=the up-and-coming formation of a 
governmental system patterned after the Papal Church-
