Giving Birth

Mathew 24:3-14—3 “Tell us, when will these things be? And what will be
the sign of Your coming, and of the end of the age?”” 4 And Jesus answered
and said to them: “Take heed that no one deceives you. 5 For many will come
in My name, saying, ‘I am the Christ,” and will deceive many. 6 And you will
hear of wars and rumors of wars. See that you are not troubled; for all these
things must come to pass, but the end is not yet. 7 For nation will rise against
nation, and kingdom against kingdom. And there will be famines, pestilences,
and earthquakes in various places. 8 All these are the beginning of sorrows. 9
Then they will deliver you up to tribulation and kill you, and you will be
hated by all nations for My name’s sake. 10 And then many will be offended,
will betray one another, and will hate one another. 11 Then many false
prophets will rise up and deceive many. 12 And because lawlessness will
abound, the love of many will grow cold. 13 But he who endures to the end
shall be saved. 14 And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the
world as a witness to all the nations, and then the end will come.

Ecology and Economy
Revelation 11:18—...destroy those who destroy the earth.

Isaiah 14:16-17—16 Those who see you will gaze at you, and consider you,
saying: ‘Is this the man who made the earth tremble, who shook kingdoms, 17
Who made the world as a wilderness and destroyed its cities, who did not
open the house of his prisoners?’

Isaiah 24:4-6, 13—4 The earth mourns and fades away, the world languishes
and fades away; the haughty people of the earth languish. 5 The earth is also
defiled under its inhabitants, because they have transgressed the laws,
changed the ordinance, broken the everlasting covenant. 6 Therefore the curse
has devoured the earth, and those who dwell in it are desolate... 13 When it
shall be thus in the midst of the land among the people, it shall belike the
shaking of an olive tree, like the gleaning of grapes when the vintage is done.

2 Timothy 3:1-5—1 Know this, that in the last days perilous times will come:
2 For men will be lovers of themselves, lovers of money... 3 unloving,
unforgiving, slanderers, without self-control, brutal, despisers of good, 4
traitors, headstrong, haughty, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, 5
having a form of godliness but denying its power.



Matthew 24:12-13—12 Because lawlessness will abound, the love of many
will grow cold. 13 But he who endures to the end shall be saved.

Hastening The Coming of Christ

2 Peter 3:11-13—11 Therefore, since all these things will be dissolved, what
manner of persons ought you to be in holy conduct and godliness, 12 looking
for and hastening the coming of the day of God, because of which the heavens
will be dissolved, being on fire, and the elements will melt with fervent heat?
13 Nevertheless we, according to His promise, look for new heavens and a
new earth in which righteousness dwells.

2 Peter 3:9—The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count
slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish
but that all should come to repentance.

Coming For His Bride

John 3:29-30—29 He who has the bride is the bridegroom; but the friend of
the bridegroom, who stands and hears him, rejoices greatly because of the
bridegroom’s voice. Therefore this joy of mine is fulfilled. 30 He must
increase, but I must decrease.

John 14:1-6—1 Let not your heart be troubled; you believe in God, believe
also in Me. 2 In My Father’s house are many mansions; if it were not so, I
would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. 3 And if I go and prepare
a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself; that where I am,
there you may be also. 4 And where I go you know, and the way you know.

5 Thomas said to Him, Lord, we do not know where You are going, and how
can we know the way? 6 Jesus said to him, I am the way, the truth, and the
life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.

John 17:23-26—23 You...have loved them as You have loved Me.

24 Father, I desire that they also whom You gave Me may be with Me where |

am, that they may behold My glory which You have given Me; for You loved

Me before the foundation of the world. 25 O righteous Father! The world has

not known You, but I have known You; and these have known that You sent NOTE: God likes you!
Me. 26 And I have declared to them Your name, and will declare it, that the

love with which You loved Me may be in them, and I in them.

Revelation 19:6-8—6 1 heard, as it were, the voice of a great multitude, as the
sound of many waters and as the sound of mighty thunderings, saying,
“Alleluia! For the Lord God Omnipotent reigns! 7 Let us be glad and rejoice
and give Him glory, for the marriage of the Lamb has come, and His wife has
made herself ready.” 8 And to her it was granted to be arrayed in fine linen,
clean and bright, for the fine linen is the righteous acts of the saints.
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
